It has been difficult and frustrating, as the Trust (Conservators) continues to keep us in the dark, refusing to provide more than the most basic details of the easement application, such as the size of the proposed development. However, rest assured we have been pressing the Trust on a number of fronts to determine what exactly is proposed and how the Trust’s duty lies first and foremost, in preserving the Common land which the proposed easements would destroy.
